The grapes of Lucas & Lewellen are located in the three principal wine grape growing regions of Santa Barbara County: the Santa Maria Valley, the Los Alamos Valley, and the Santa Ynez Valley. These valleys all run west from the coastal mountains to the Pacific Ocean, allowing warm days and cool nights to produce a long, gentle growing season.





Winemaker’s Notes


Dolcetto is becoming a regular in the BARGETTO WINERY portfolio.  This Piedmontese grape is an early ripener, and grows well in the relative cool of the coastal areas of California. 


This Santa Barbara Dolcetto is quite silky and juicy comparative to our bold and tannic Santa Cruz Mountain Dolcetto.  Earth driven aromatically, elements of dried cherries, tea leaf, rose petals, tobacco, and woody vanilla beans dance out of the glass.  Medium in body and weight, the flavor profile carries dried raspberries and wild strawberries upfront to be followed by spicy wood on the lingering finish.  Very drinkable now, cellar up 2-5 years.
