The grapes of Lucas & Lewellen are located in the 
three principal wine grape growing regions of 
Santa Barbara County: the Santa Maria Valley, the 
Los Alamos Valley, and the Santa Ynez Valley. 
These valleys all run west from the coastal 
mountains to the Pacific Ocean, allowing warm 
days and cool nights to produce a long, gentle 
growing season. 

Winemaker’s Notes 
 
The 2008 Santa Barbara County Dolcetto has 
lovely bright garnet color.  
 
The aromas step away from the classic super 
fruit forward Dolcetto and leans more toward an 
earth driven aroma of dried tea and dried fruit. 
The body of the wine has medium tannins and 
low acidity.
