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LAVITA

With its long winemaking tradition in the Santa Cruz
Mountains, the Bargetto Family produces a special wine called
LAVITA (meaning “the life” in Italian). LAVITA is a unique
blend of northern Italian red varietals which are all grown in our
estate vineyard, Regan Vineyards. The varietals which make up
LAVITA are Dolcetto, Nebbiolo, and R efosco. This handcrafted
wine was aged for two years in oak barrels and puncheons and

then aged an additional three years in the bottle prior to release.

For thousands of years wine has been an integral part of life in
western civilization: economically, religiously, and, perhaps most
importantly, aesthetically. Part of the wonderful legacy of wine

is that through the ages, from the Egyptians to the present day,
wine has been proudly portrayed in art. Each year our LAVITA
showcases one artistic masterpiece in which wine has been
prominently portrayed. A portion of the proceeds from the sale of
LAVITA will be contributed to a non-profit organization in the
Santa Cruz area.

The 2004 vintage LAVITA honors Antonio Vivaldi (1678-1741),
the great Italian composer from Venice. His masterpiece, The
Four Seasons, is considered one of the finest pieces of classical
music. In recognizing Vivaldi, LAVITA Series explores a new
medium of music within the theme, “wine in art.” Vivaldi is one
of the few composers who put words to music. Autumn of the

Four Seasons celebrates the joy of the grape harvest.
